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Did you know...

Studies that collected blood samples pre
COVID-19 give us a unique opportunity to
understand more about COVID-19.
Particularly why children are far less
prone to severe symptoms than adults,
and how the body responds to the
infection. Samples stored from when your
child previously participated in the
MIS BAIR study may provide important
information to address these questions.
